Recently, we have received some reports regarding sideline behaviour. We ask for everyone’s 
cooperation in maintaining our club values: 

• Positive encouragement only from the sidelines 
• Only players and coaches are permitted on the bench side of the court 



• Spectators at Smithfield SHS must remain:  
o Between the two courts, or 
o On the baselines 

• Please do not:  
o Enter the court during games 
o Approach the score bench, referees, or team benches 

Only coaches may approach referees or the scorebench, and this must be done: 

• During a break in play 
• In a respectful manner 

Our management team is present at all games. If behaviour is deemed inappropriate: 

• A red card warning will be issued 
• Continued behaviour may result in being asked to leave the venue 

We appreciate everyone’s cooperation in ensuring that all games remain an enjoyable and 
respectful experience for everyone involved.
